The “ELIGIBILITY BOOK” may be held at registration for review or requested to be seen by a
member of the AAU Staff during the tournament. Any book held for review shall be returned to
the team. Failure to have proper documentation at registration or during the event may result
in athlete or team disqualification.

Players' jerseys must have numbers on both the front and back, numbers can be 00-99.
Minimum size of numbers shall be 2" on the front and 4" on the back. Teams must have WHITE
and DARK jerseys. The Home team wears White jerseys and Visitor wears Dark jerseys. The
top/left team on the schedule shall be the home team and sit on the scorekeepers’ left. The
bottom/right team on the schedule shall be the visiting team and sit on the scorekeepers’ right.
Violation of this rule shall be penalized by a two (2) shot administrative technical foul for each
illegal jersey. The penalty will be assessed at the time the player with the illegal jersey enters

the game.

AAU rules allow a maximum of 15 players and 4 coaches on the roster. Rosters must be
submitted online. All participants and coaches must be members of the Amateur Athletic Union
(AAU) for the current year. Membership can be obtained at www.aausports.org.

Any questions pertaining to the eligibility of a player or team shall be directed to the Tournament
Director or his/her designee in attendance.

AAU medals and trophies will be awarded to first (1) and second (2) place teams. The top four
(4) finishers in each grade division in all tournaments will receive a CONDITIONAL bid into the
2014 AAU Boys Basketball National Championships.

Teams that qualify for the 2014 National Championship MUST play in their 2014 District
Qualifying Tournament (DQT) to retain their bid.

Basketballs are provided during warm-up sessions. Rawlings, the official ball of AAU Boys
Basketball, shall provide basketballs for warm-ups and games. DO NOT bring basketballs to games.

Daily admission will be available, $16.00 per adult and $11.00 per youth. Length of Event tickets
are available, $32.00 per adult and $22.00 per youth. Tickets may be purchased at ESPN Wide
World of Sports Complex, Box Office.
