4™ Grade/10U - Four (4) 7 minute quarters — 5 minute halftime/warm-up — 3 minute overtime.
5" Grade/11U - Four (4) 7 minute quarters — 5 minute halftime/warm-up — 3 minute overtime.
6™ Grade/12U - Four (4) 7 minute quarters — 5 minute halftime/warm-up — 3 minute overtime.
7" Grade/13U - Four (4) 8 minute quarters — 5 minute halftime/warm-up — 4 minute overtime.
8" Grade/14U - Four (4) 8 minute quarters — 5 minute halftime/warm-up — 4 minute overtime.
9" Grade/15U - Four (4) 8 minute quarters — 5 minute halftime/warm-up — 4 minute overtime.
10" Grade/16U - Four (4) 8 minute quarters — 5 minute halftime/warm-up — 4 minute overtime.
11" Grade/17U - Four (4) 8 minute quarters — 5 minute halftime/warm-up — 4 minute overtime.

The home team will sit on the left side of the official scorekeeper, facing the table from the floor. A
team may have on its bench only eligible players in uniform and four non-players. Violation of this
rule shall result in a two shot technical foul. The violator will be removed from the bench. At least
one person age 18 or older must be on the bench at all times.

4" Grade - Teams ahead by 20 points or more at any point in the second half must play defense
behind their three-point arc. First offense: Warning, Second and all additional offenses: 2 shot
technical.

5" — 11" Grade - Teams ahead by 30 points or more at any point in the second half must play
defense behind their three-point arc. First offense: Warning, Second and all additional offenses:
2 shot technical.

Each athlete and registered coach on the top four (4) finishing teams in the Championship
Bracket will receive a finalist medal and a team trophy.

All athletes and non-athletes allowed on the bench must hold a current AAU membership.

4™ Grade/10U — An athlete must be in the 4™ grade as of October 1, 2013 and can be no older
than 11 on August 31, 2014. If an athlete wishes to play down a grade division, please verify if
they are eligible based on the criteria in the Rule Book.

5" Grade/11U - An athlete must be in the 5™ grade as of October 1, 2013 and can be no older
than 12 on August 31, 2014. If an athlete wishes to play down a grade division, please verify if
they are eligible based on the criteria in the Rule Book.

6" Grade/12U — An athlete must be in the 6™ grade as of October 1, 2013 and can be no older
than 13 on August 31, 2014. If an athlete wishes to play down a grade division, please verify if
they are eligible based on the criteria in the Rule Book.

PROTESTS:

7™ Grade/13U — An athlete must be in the 7" grade as of October 1, 2013 and can be no older
than 14 on August 31, 2014. If an athlete wishes to play down a grade division, please verify if
they are eligible based on the criteria in the Rule Book.

8th Grade/14U — An athlete must be in the 8™ grade as of October 1, 2013 and can be no older
than 15 on August 31, 2014. If an athlete wishes to play down a grade division, please verify if
they are eligible based on the criteria in the Rule Book.

9th Grade/15U — An athlete must be in the 9" grade as of October 1, 2013 and can be no older
than 16 on August 31, 2014. If an athlete wishes to play down a grade division, please verify if
they are eligible based on the criteria in the Rule Book.

10" Grade/16U — An athlete must be in the 10™ grade as of October 1, 2013 and can be no older
than 17 on August 31, 2014. If an athlete wishes to play down a grade division, please verify if
they are eligible based on the criteria in the Rule Book.

11" Grade/17U — An athlete must be in the 11" grade as of October 1, 2013 and can be no older
than 18 on August 31, 2014. If an athlete wishes to play down a grade division, please verify if
they are eligible based on the criteria in the Rule Book.

Any questions pertaining to the eligibility of a player or team shall be directed to the National Chair
or his designee in attendance. No member of the local Tournament Committee shall have the
authority to rule on eligibility. The AAU Boys’ Basketball Eligibility Committee will handle all of
these matters.

Each team MUST present "ELIGIBILITY MATERIALS" for review. The "ELIGIBILITY MATERIALS"
must contain:

1. Copy of the team AAU Online Roster to be used at the event.
2. Copy of each athlete's Proof of Grade.
3. Copy of each athlete's Proof of Age.

The "ELIGIBILITY MATERIALS" will be collected at your assigned registration time for review by a
member of the AAU Tournament Staff. All collected materials held for review will be returned
to the team at the 2nd Coaches Meeting. Failure to have proper documentation at registration
or during the event may result in athlete or team disqualification. Acceptable documents can be
found at www.aauboybasketball.org in the Rule Book.

For International Championship play, any eligibility protest that is turned in the first day of
competition by 6:00 pm will be reviewed by the eligibility committee, and a decision will be
made prior to bracket play. Any eligibility protest that comes after the first day of competition
will be reviewed at the Eligibility Committee’s discretion. All non-eligibility protests will be
reviewed by the Eligibility Committee at their discretion.

A fee of $100.00 cash (refunded if protest is upheld) must accompany all protests. Protests must
come from a non-athlete member listed on the official online roster for the event. The written
protest must be submitted to the National Commissioner-in-Charge. All decisions of the
Eligibility Committee shall be final.

COACHES'’ ATTIRE:

COACHES EDUCATION:

WARM-UP & GAME BALLS:

Players', coaches' and spectators’ conduct should be above reproach, on and off the court.
Misbehavior or misconduct may result in disqualification from the tournament. Coaches listed
on the official team roster are responsible for the conduct of their players and any damages
incurred to the hotel or facilities used by the players. If a coach or a player is suspended during a
game, the suspension does NOT include forfeited games. The suspension will be for the next game
played

MISBEHAVIOR/EJECTIONS

1. Any coach ejected for fighting will be ineligible for the remainder of the tournament.

2. Players ejected for fighting are ineligible to participate in the team’s next game. Additional
penalties, up to exclusion from the tournament, may be imposed by the National Eligibility
Committee.

3. Ifacoach or player is ejected from a game for unsportsmanlike behavior (not fighting),
he/she will be ineligible to participate in the next scheduled game. The head coach may
appeal the penalty by submitting a written request for appeal to the Tournament
Headquarters within two (2) hours of the conclusion of the game. A Commissioner shall
consider the appeal. The Commissioners ruling is final.

4. |If acoach or player is ejected a second time, he/she will be ineligible for the remainder of
the tournament.

5. Coaches or Players who leave the bench to engage athletes or coaches on the playing floor
may be suspended by the National Eligibility Committee for any period up to the duration of
the tournament.

6. The National Eligibility Committee may impose suspensions or other penalties for
misbehavior which occurs at any time and at any location during the event.

7. Coaches and Athletes who engage in misbehavior are subject to additional disciplinary
action from the AAU Boys’ Basketball National Infractions Committee. Penalties may
include suspension from AAU events in future years.

Players' jerseys must have numbers on both the front and back, numbers can be 00-99.
Minimum size of numbers shall be 2" on the front and 4" on the back. Teams competing in the
International Championship tournaments must have WHITE and DARK jerseys. The Home team
wears White jerseys and Visitor wears Dark jerseys. The top/left team on the schedule shall be
the home team and sit on the scorekeepers’ left. The bottom/right team on the schedule shall
be the visiting team and sit on the scorekeepers’ right. Violation of this rule shall be penalized
by a two (2) shot administrative technical foul for each illegal jersey. The penalty will be
assessed at the time the player with the illegal jersey enters the game.

All non-uniformed persons on the bench shall wear long pants, shirts with collars and sleeves and
dress shoes or tennis shoes during play at the International Championships. Jeans, jean shorts,
sweat pants, mesh shorts, tee shirts, hats and open-toed shoes are not permitted. Any non-athlete
on the bench will be removed until properly attired. Violation of this rule shall result in a two shot
technical foul. The violator will be removed from the bench.

The PCA Coaches Education Course is MANDATORY and FREE for all AAU Non-Athletes. Please
visit www.aausports.org and click on PCA Button in order to enter and take the MANDATORY
AAU/PCA coaches educational course. Membership may be revoked from Non-Athletes who do
not complete course prior to competition.
