The “ELIGIBILITY BOOK” may be held at registration for review or requested to be seen
by a member of the AAU Staff during the tournament. Any book held for review shall be
returned to the team. Failure to have proper documentation at registration or during
the event may result in athlete or team disqualification.

The Home team shall sit to the official scorer's left and
take the opposite basket for pre-game, warm-up, and first-half play.

AAU rules allow a maximum of 15 players and 4 coaches on the roster.

AAU medals and trophies will be awarded to first (1) and second (2) place teams. The
top four (4) finishers in each grade division in all tournaments will receive a bid into the
2012 AAU Boys Basketball National Championships.

Tournament (DQT) to retain their bid.
