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PLAYING RULES: The playing rules are by the NGB of the sport, USA Roller Sports, for the current year, except AAU
modifications. Certified referees will be assigned to the event with the national coordinator overseeing the competition.
There is no qualifier needed for the 8U, 21U, all girls, women, and adult men’s open divisions; these are open roster
tournaments.
