HOW TEAMS, PRELIMS/FINALS, AND ALL-AROUND EVENTS ARE PLACED 

Final awards placements for any AAU Baton event that is listed below is 

determined by PLACEMENT points by judges not final score.  
 

This would include: 

● Teams 

● Solo Freestyles 

● Solo Dance-Twirls 

● Collegiate Half-Time 

● Collegiate Downfield 

 

● Dance Events 

● Int/Adv/Elite Finals 

● All-Around Title 

 

The athlete with the LOWEST total placement points will be the champion. If a 

tie in placement points occurs then the total points will help determine the 

final placement.
