Description: This is an official sanctioned event of the Amateur Athletic union.  Your 

participation at this prestigious event will be held during the largest inline hockey 
event held at one location for youth and adults in the world.  It is sanctioned by 
usars, america’s national governing body for inline hockey and the amateur athletic 
union of the united states, inc.

Dates of competition: please see appendix a for the international divisions and appendix b 
for the club divisions.  

Five levels:
elite: three pick-up players allowed. 
competitive: the roster is frozen at the qualifying regional.  All athletes must have 
played to be eligible for that roster out of a specific regional or qualifier.  There will 
be two levels of play in the 10u-12u-14u-16u boys’ divisions.  After pool play, all teams 
advance to the bracketed playoffs.  
Recreation: the roster is frozen at the recreation event or from a sanctioned league.

2007: no athlete who made a USars team usa is eligible to play at the junior olympics on a 
recreation team, even if the athlete qualified on a recreational team in league play.  No 
exceptions!!! There will be two levels of play in the 10u-12u-14u-16u boys’ divisions.  After 
pool play, all teams advance to the bracketed playoffs.
*teams will be placed into the appropriate level based on strength of the team and the 
strength of competition at the regional qualifier.  Teams may move up to a higher level.  
*special note: no athlete is allowed to compete in two levels in the same age division at 
the championships.  Example: a 14U playing in the competitive division cannot be picked up 
to play on a 14U elite team.  An athlete playing in a 14U division may play in the 16U division.  

Admission fee: admission to the aau junior olympic games for inline hockey (only), is free to 
all parents and fans.

Aau membership: all athletes and coaches must be members of the aau and be able to present 
proof of the 2007 membership at team check-in.  You can register online at 
www.aausports.org.  Coaches and athletes will have to  present their aau membership 
card at check-in.  We strongly recommend registering online before you arrive in 
detroit.  “applied for” status will not be accepted on-site.  

Check-in times: This will be posted with the schedule.  
On-site check-in: mandatory check-in for teams participating in the 2007 aau junior olympics 

will be held at the sportsplex upstairs in room a.  Coaches or team managers must 
check your team(s) in prior to their first game or there will be a $100.00 fine. If you have 
not checked in before your second game you will forfeit out of the tournament.  

Competition: format of play: a pool play system will be used.  There will be an even number of 
teams (if possible) in each pool.  Each team will be guaranteed a minimum of four games.
Many teams will receive 5-7 games.  All teams will receive 2 points for a win and 1 point 
for a tie.  Game format: a two minute warm-up is allowed before each game.  There will 
be 18 minute halves with a rest period of one minute between halves.  The clock will stop 
in the last minute with a score within two goals or a tie.  Games ending in a tie during 
pool play will end in a tie and each team will be awarded 1 point in their pool play 
standings.  Only during the bracketed playoffs will a game go into a sudden death 
overtime period.     

Tie-breakers: first: pool play tiebreakers will be determined by head to head (2 teams only).
second: ties will be broken by comparing goals against.
third: ties will be broken by the goals for.
fourth: ties will be determined by the fewest penalty minutes.
fifth: coin flip.

Schedule: a tournament schedule will be posted online at www.aauhockey.org 5-7 days 
after the final deadline of Tuesday, july 3rd, 2007.

Skills competition: go to www.aauhockey.org for details.  The schedule for skills will be 

posted with the schedule of games.  The categories are:  1) fastest skater 2) hardest shot 
3) shootout/goalie 4) king of the rink (2 skaters & a goalie).  Skills sign-up will also be 
posted on the website.  

Qualifications: 1) regional qualifiers will be held across the country from January 
through July 1st.  2) The top teams from last year’s junior olympics have automatic berths 
in each division.  3) all teams at the 2007 Winter national and west coast championships 
in anaheim, ca have automatic berths into the junior olympics.  4) the USARS-usa
championships in philadelphia, pa qualify all teams to compete in the 2007 usars-usa youth 
nationals, the junior olympics.  *all teams with automatic berths must compete in a 2007 
aau sanctioned, regional qualifier.  All teams that participate in the recreation 
division for the junior olympics must be approved by the aau inline hockey office before 
acceptance.  No team usa member may compete in the rec division.     

Playing rules: playing rules shall be the ngb of the sport, usa roller sports hockey rules 
for the current year, except aau modifications.  Certified referees will be assigned to 
the event with national coordinators overseeing the competition. There is No 
qualifier needed for 6u, 8u, and 18u elite, 21u, and all girls divisions; these are open entry 
tournaments.  You are allowed a minimum of 8 rostered players including the goalie 
or a maximum of 16 rostered players.  This does not mean that 8 or more athletes must 
be at the event.  Teams must be ready to play at any time during the block of their 
scheduled age division.   

Awards: aau junior olympics will present gold, silver, bronze, and copper junior olympic
medals to all members of each team placing in the top four in each age classification. 
Team awards are given to three teams in each division and age group.
