




NEW RULE CHANGES:                                        2010 AAU Junior Olympic Games
                                                                                   will be held in Virgina Beach, VA.
1. Delete Mandate rule for all levels, all 

events, ages 6 & under 

2. Trampoline - Skills that begin or end 
facing the side of the trampoline will 
result in loss of skill and termination 
except if it is the last skill. 

3. Sub-Advanced Trampoline - repeated 
skills will lose difficulty (like 
Advanced) rather than 0.5 deduction. 

4. Sub Advanced Trampoline - raise 
Maximum difficulty to 4.6 

5. Advanced Trampoline - change the 
Minimum difficulty to 4.7 with the 
understanding that the Sub-Advanced 
Trampoline mandates from the 2009 
National Championship have the 
option to stay in the Sub-Advanced 
level. 

6. Skills that begin or end facing the side 
of the D-Mini will result in loss of skill 
and termination. 

7. ALL 6 year olds and under will be 
allowed to use a mounting mat on DM 
no matter what level they are 
competing. 

8. Advanced and Elite Double Mini 
Warm-ups Prelims - 7 Passes; Finals - 
5 passes. 

**NEW AGE DETERMINATION**
