FORMAT:   
Round Robin, and 4/8/16-man brackets will be used.   
 
Weight Classes will be split into pools in the event that there are more than 16 
wrestlers in any one weight class and wrestlers winning each pool will compete for a 
true winner. 
 
Brackets will be combined at the discretion of the tournament directors to maximize 
competition and insure that everyone who attends gets the chance to wrestle.
