AAU medals
will be awarded to all second (2) place teams in all gold brackets. In silver, bronze or copper
brackets, AAU medals will be awarded to first (1) and second (2) place teams.

Basketballs are provided during warm-up sessions and games.
DO NOT bring your own basketballs into the competition venue.
